In June of 2023, the Nova Scotia Health Innovation Hub o�icially 
opened its doors at the Nova Centre located in downtown Halifax. 
The Health Innovation Hub is part of Nova Scotia Health and is the 
first of its kind in Atlantic Canada.

The opening of the Health Innovation Hub has provided a physical 
space to bring together patients and families, clinicians, industry, 
healthcare foundations, governments, and academic partners to 
drive large scale innovations and more importantly, sustain them.

Together, we will continue to lead with courage and a laser-sharp 
focus on what is at the heart of all of this: a healthier Nova Scotia.

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By the numbers

YOURHEALTHNS APP: Between its launch in fall of 2023 and March 31st, 
2024, the YourHealthNS app has demonstrated successful engagement, with 
over 203,444 downloads. This uptake shows its value as a pivotal tool in 
empowering individuals to manage their health.

MOBILE PRIMARY CARE CLINICS: Across the province, our mobile primary 
clinics provided accessible healthcare services to 20,672 patients between 
April, 2023 and March, 2024. This accomplishment displays our commitment to 
delivering quality care directly to communities across Nova Scotia.

ROBOTIC SURGERY MILESTONE: Nova Scotia Health�s adoption of advanced 
medical technologies has led to significant milestones in patient care. Between 
April, 2023 and March, 2024 we performed 558 robotic surgeries, using six 
surgical robots, showcasing our dedication to using cutting-edge techniques to 
improve patient outcomes.

These achievements show our ongoing commitment to pushing 
healthcare forward and providing the best possible care to Nova Scotians.

Accessible healthcare to
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 Big Data, 
Digital and AI
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YourHealthNS
Rolled out in the fall of 2023, the YourHealthNS 
app helps Nova Scotians better navigate the 
healthcare system. It�s a one-stop shop to book 
services, navigate care and find information 
easier and faster, right from a mobile device or 
computer. Using the YourHealthNS app, patients  
can search for health services nearest to them, 
book blood tests, X-rays, flu shots and COVID-19 
vaccine appointments, and more.

And, in January 2024, about 12,000 patients at 
four clinics across the province had access to 
their medical records through the YourHealthNS 
app in a pilot project that ran until the end of 
March. A�er the pilot was deemed a success 
with those 12,000 patients, medical records were 
made available to all Nova Scotians in July 2024.

The information patients have access  
to includes:

�	 Visits to their primary care provider, 
including the date, time and reason

�	 Virtual care appointments, including  
the date, time and reason

�	 Hospital and emergency department  
visits, including length of stay and  
discharge information

�	 Their list of medications, along with the 
prescription name, dosage and how 
long they should take the medicine

�	 Lab results, including blood, urine and 
general lab tests

�	 Information on diagnostic imaging scans 
� magnetic resonance imaging (MRI) 
computed tomography (CT) and X-ray 
� limited to date, body part, referring 
physician and treatment method  

YourHealthNS is part of a larger digital health 
transformation at Nova Scotia Health that 
includes virtual care, the Care Coordination 
Centre, the Oncology Transformation 
Project, the One Person One Record clinical 
information system and using health data to 
better manage health outcomes for patients.

NovaStudies Connect
Clinical trials play an incredibly important role in learning 
about diseases and health conditions, developing new 
treatments, and improving healthcare outcomes. Clinical 
trials provide patients with opportunities to access 
innovative therapies and technologies not available 
through any other mechanism. 

Launched in June of 2023, NovaStudies Connect was 
created to accelerate the recruitment of participants to 
new clinical research across the province, giving patients 
unprecedented access to cutting-edge treatments.  
It can also be found on the YourHealthNS app. 

 Oncology Transformation  
Project (OTP) expands to Truro
In February of 2023, we announced the Oncology Transformation Project, 
which was made possible through a partnership between Nova Scotia 
Health and Varian, a Siemen�s Healthineers Company. At the same time, 
Varian�s fully integrated ARIA Oncology Information System was launched. 
The project modernizes how cancer care is delivered by bringing together its 
key oncology information systems, with information available in real-time, 
changing the way patients receive cancer treatment and survivorship care.

In December of 2023, the cancer care team at the Colchester East Hants 
Health Centre in Truro were the first site in Nova Scotia to adopt new 
technology which will support improved patient care.

Over the next year, the ARIA Oncology Information System will be 
implemented in other cancer clinics and cancer centres across the province. Scan to lean more about

Varian is establishing a new o�ice in Nova 
Scotia, which will employ a minimum of 60 
full-time employees. Benefits of this innovative 
partnership include:

�	 Expansion of the provincial cancer screening 
and cancer survivorship programs

�	 Earlier detection of cancers with  
improved diagnostics

�	 Treatments that are less invasive and  
more personalized

�	 Improved outcomes for patients

Announced in January of 2024, this ten-year 
partnership with Varian, a Siemen�s Healthineers 
company, builds on a long-standing relationship with 
Nova Scotia Health to improve clinical outcomes and 
drive value across the health system. 

The goal of this partnership is to deliver value across 
the Nova Scotia Health system by accelerating the 
patient journey from screening to survivorship. Nova 
Scotia has a population of over 1 million with an 
incidence of cancer that is above average. Together, 
Nova Scotia Health and Varian aim to catalyze 
change and improve survival rates by building the 
oncology ecosystem of the future. 

Nova Scotia Health has committed $224 million 
over the next ten years, which includes $175 million 
through the purchase of hardware, so�ware, digital 
solutions, and services and contributions to the 
development of a digital imaging concept.

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Two additional Ethos radiotherapy 
systems with Hypersight imaging 
solution through a partnership 
with Varian
First announced in November of 2023, cancer care patients in 
Nova Scotia are now receiving care on the first-in-the-world Ethos 
radiotherapy system with HyperSight imaging solution. Powered 
by artificial intelligence, Ethos allows care teams to target tumour 
sites while protecting surrounding organs from potential damage. 
For some patients, this could mean a reduction in the number of 
treatment sessions needed to complete a course of radiotherapy 
from the standard 20 down to just five. This is a first in Canada.  

Care Coordination  
Centre (C3) Opening
Nova Scotia Health�s Care Coordination Centre (C3) improves 
how we coordinate the movement of patients throughout 
their healthcare journey. It provides a real-time view of access 
to care, patient flow, and health system resources to support 
decision-making. It also generates actionable insights to 
drive continuous improvements in delivering healthcare and 
improving the quality of patient care.

The Care Coordination Centre  is located at the Halifax 
Infirmary site of the QEII Health Sciences Centre. This centre 
supports teams to identify issues and find solutions together, 
using real-time data. The result is improved patient access and 
flow, more e�icient bed management and discharge planning, 
better scheduling of sta�, and more collaboration within and 
between health zones across the province.

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Patient Engagement Platform 
A patient engagement platform, developed by Varian, a 
Siemen�s Healthineers Company, is empowering cancer 
patients in Nova Scotia to take a more active role in their 
treatment journey. An app gives registered Cancer Care 
Program patients remote access to appointment schedules, 
reminders, and schedule changes.

Patients are also be able to report their symptoms 
from home using their phone, tablet, or desktop, 
giving people more time to reflect on their 
answers. Those reported symptoms will be 
discussed during the patient�s next visit with their 
cancer care team, who in turn can make more 
informed recommendations about their care.

As the app expands, the care team can begin to 
monitor these symptoms remotely, in real time, 
and if a patient feels unwell, clinicians can prioritize 
them for appointments. The app will also o�er 
an educational tool, providing useful information 
whenever patients need it.

The app allows patient care to continue in 
between appointments, and also responds to a 
pressing need to move away from paper-based 
reporting; that paper may get lost in the shu�le 
as patients navigate the challenges of their illness, 
their treatment and its e�ects.

The enourmous potential of this platform is 
motivating the Nova Scotia Health Innovation Hub 
team to work with Varian to expand its role even 
further, building a full-service portal for patients 
to connect with their clinicians across the Cancer 
Care Program.

UV light technology research 
explores infection control in  
long-term care facilities 
Nova Scotia has the highest population of seniors in Canada and our 
long-term care (LTC) facilities were significantly impacted by the COVID-19 
pandemic. Dr. Kenneth Rockwood, a Geriatrician at Nova Scotia Health, 
saw this as an opportunity to test a new method to prevent the spread of 
infections in LTC facilities.

In 2020, working with Canadian-based UVX�s far-UVC light technology, 
Rockwood�s team began to develop a clinical trial of whether whole-room, 
direct-exposure of far-UVC light helps to prevent the spread of COVID-19

The technology has shown to be more than 180,000 times safer than 
sunlight, with the ability to reduce microbial levels in a closed chamber to 
near zero within minutes. 

This ground-breaking research is helping us to fill the need for better 
infection prevention and control strategies in our long-term care facilities, 
and will enhance experiences of care for our residents and their families 
and caregivers.

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Health, Clinical and 
Social Innovation 
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Mobile clinics - helping those in 
need during times of disaster 
From the mobile clinics first responding to Hurricane Fiona 
in September 2022 to providing treatment outside comfort 
centres during the wildfires of June 2023, patients across the 
province have increased access to care in their communities.

Patients can better prepare for and recover from surgery, 
thanks to Nova Scotia Health partnership with SeamlessMD  

RBC Youth Health Innovation Challenge
The RBC Youth Health Innovation Challenge gave Nova Scotians between the ages 
of 16 and 25 the opportunity to change the face of mental healthcare in Nova Scotia. 
Young adults were challenged to find solutions that break down the barriers they 
think young people experience every day in getting e�ective mental health support � 
no matter where they live, no matter their background. 

The challenge was led by the Health Innovation Hub in partnership with IGNITE 
Atlantic, the Nova Scotia Health Mental Health and Addictions Program, IWK 
Health and Kids Help Phone, and thanks to the generosity of RBC Foundation 
and QEII Foundation. 

Patients can access digital care plans on their smartphones, 
tablets, or computers, which guide patients� pre- and post-
care with reminders, to-do lists, videos and evidence-based 
education. The platform helps patients stay on track with 
Enhanced Recovery A�er Surgery protocols, an evidence-
based approach to preparation and recovery that Nova 
Scotia Health providers use to help patients get the best 
possible recovery.  Nova Scotia Health�s clinical teams can 
also receive alerts, monitor patients and access analytics to 
provide patients with a safety net a�er hospital discharge.

In May of 2023, Nova Scotia Health announced the launch 
of the SeamlessMD Digital Care Journey app for remote 
monitoring of gynecological oncology patient progress, which 
automatically collects patient-reported outcomes to detect 
problems earlier and assists in patient recovery.

Along with gynecological oncology patients, Nova Scotia 
Health implemented SeamlessMD for bariatric and 
colorectal care patients in August 2022. Since then, the 
SeamlessMD platform has enabled Nova Scotia Health 
to engage, monitor and stay connected with patients 
throughout their healthcare journey.

Canadian Consortium of Clinical 
Trials Training receives CIHR 
Funding - Atlantic Clinical Trials 
Network (ACTN) is key collaborator 

The Atlantic Clinical Trials Network (ACTN) was 
awarded approximately $2.5 million for the creation of 
various student training opportunities at the masters, 
PhD, postdoctoral and postdoctoral fellow levels, 
along with the creation of six new positions in Atlantic 
Canada focused on the development and coordination 
of clinical trial professional training within the region.

This is part of the Canadian Institutes of Health 
Research (CIHR) funding for a series of clinical 
trial training initiatives, including the Canadian 
Consortium of Clinical Trials Training � CANTRAIN. 
CANTRAIN, is a nine-province consortium led by 
the Research Institute at McGill University Health 
Centre (RIMUHC), in partnership with ACTN and 
SickKids in Toronto, that will enable physicians, 
research professionals, health professionals, 
postgraduate students in health sciences, patients, 
and community partners to exchange knowledge 
and work together toward a more successful 
clinical trial ecosystem. 

Clinical trials are an important part of finding new 
treatments and cures for patients. They aim to find 
out if promising approaches to disease prevention, 
diagnosis, and treatment work in humans, outside 
of a laboratory setting. A trial�s methodology, as 
well as the competency and e�iciency of the many 
people involved in it at di�erent stages, are key to 
its success. This collaboration and funding will help 
ensure a more successful clinical trial network.

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Health Innovation Hub 
drives largest-ever Mitacs 
health authority grant
In August of 2023, the Nova Scotia Health Innovation 
Hub and Mitacs partnered on a $1.4 million grant 
to embed 42 of Dalhousie University�s top industrial 
engineering interns and two post-doctoral fellows 
within the provincial health care system to solve 
some of our biggest health care problems.

The grant includes $740,000 from Mitacs, a national 
non-profit that brings innovation within reach for 
organizations of all sizes and across all sectors by 
providing access to highly skilled talent, a deep 
network of research experts, and co-investment in 
research and development. Nova Scotia Health is 
contributing $660,000 towards the program.

Known as the IMPROVE Research Project, 
highly trained specialists, under the guidance 
of some of Canada�s leading academic experts 
in operational e�iciency, will design and 
implement innovative processes, tools and 
technologies. These innovations will enable 
Nova Scotians to receive better care with the 
process and system improvements developed 
through this project, ensuring the right 
resources are utilized at the right time.

This means that work funded by this 
partnership will directly benefit patients across 
the province through state-of-art research and 
innovative care processes that can be replicated 
and commercialized across Canada and the 
world. These successes will enhance Nova 
Scotia Health and Dalhousie University�s ability 
to attract, train, and retain skilled talent.

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Sunnybrook’s Medventions program 
expands to Atlantic Canada with the 
Nova Scotia Health Innovation Hub
In June of 2023, Sunnybrook Research Institute (SRI) and INOVAIT 
announced the expansion of Medventions Fellowship Program, 
Sunnybrook�s flagship fellowship training program in health technology 
innovation. The program is launching its second Canadian site in Nova 
Scotia, led by the Nova Scotia Health Innovation Hub.

Established in 2016, the Medventions fellowship program is a four-
month physician-led experience that teaches multidisciplinary teams of 
students and fellows how to advance patient care through technology. 
The program immerses fellows into the hospital to observe clinical 
procedures, processes and workflows to identify opportunities for 
change, growth and e�iciency through the creation of innovative 
technologies. In addition to learning directly from clinicians and scientists, 
Medventions fellows attend seminars and a portfolio of courses, including 
medical research, entrepreneurship, technology development, start-
up operation and legal and regulatory requirements to build a robust 
knowledge of creating and launching a medtech device or product.

The Medventions fellowship program equips budding health technology 
leaders with the skills and expertise to address current issues within 
healthcare and grow medical technology companies. 
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Inspiring young minds: Co-op 
program teaches high school 
students about working in 
health care research
High school students are gaining a better understanding of 
research in the health care setting, thanks to co-op programs 
o�ered at their schools. While Nova Scotia Health has done 
student co-op programs before, 2023 was the first time we 
embedded high school students into research teams. 

Through the co-op program, students are learning more 
about research methods, research quality, oncology, 
hematology, the brain lab, business development, 
epidemiology, radiology, pharmacy, pathology, biomedical 
engineering, diagnostic imaging, laboratory medicine, 
community health and epidemiology, and the department 
of medicine and infectious diseases.

Introduction of Long-Term 
Care orientation
The Long-Term Care (LTC) Orientation for RNs and LPNs 
course supports nurses as they transition to practice.  
This course provides standardized education for nurses 
within LTC, ensuring nurses are able to care for residents 
and families/caregivers. Nurses will be supported to 
meet the knowledge and skill requirements to perform 
their roles, responsibilities, and provide access to quality, 
resident-centered care. 

The students also got to attend Dalhousie University�s 
Faculty of Medicine Research Day, where they had the 
opportunity to see presentations by and interact with 
research teams.

The program was such a success that it continued to run 
through fall 2023 (with five co-op students) and spring 
2024 (with three co-op students).

Among her significant contributions 
to oncology and healthcare innovation includes the 
implementation of Varian�s Noona platform, a patient portal 
allowing cancer patients to connect to their care teams. 

JOSHUA EDWARDS: EARLY CAREER/
EMERGING RESEARCHER AWARD

As a researcher, Dr. Joshua Edwards is a leader 
committed to advancing the health of sexual and 
gender minorities in Canada. His research has 
contributed to the development of innovative solutions 
aimed at advancing health outcomes and filling data 
gaps in underserved populations, leading to evidence-
based solutions to transform sexual health.

EMILY JOHNSTON: INNOVATOR AWARD

Clinical pharmacist Dr. Emily Johnston brings a passion for 
improving patients� lives through better pain management. To 
help people in pain, she launched Pain Coach Inc., a so�ware 
being developed to deliver personalized post-operative pain 
management. Patients can use the platform to educate and 
advocate for themselves, leading to better care and less pain. 

METE ERDOGAN: OUTSTANDING 
RESEARCHER AWARD

Dr. Mete Erdogan�s research has made a significant 
impact on injury prevention initiatives in Nova Scotia. 
With his focus on firearm-related injuries, burn-
related trauma care and organ donation in trauma 
patients, he has provided valuable insights for 
trauma care in the province. Dr. Erdogan�s research 
findings have advanced health, healing, and learning.

PWIC+ are helping to improve access to care, 
bringing better, faster care closer to communities.
